Occupational Therapist, Physiotherapist, Speech and Language Therapist


	Reason for training:

Jamaica has very few paediatric Occupational Therapists, Physiotherapists, Speech and Language Therapists. As a result, the majority of the children with cerebral palsy do not have access to therapy and rehabilitation care. In order to increase support to children and families, the NEF is seeking to organise training on CP in Kingston and Montego Bay.  

The training will be targeted at parents of children with CP, carers/caregivers, community-based rehabilitation workers and teachers responsible for the learning environments in which children with CP are included. These parents and teachers often lack the knowledge and skills or competencies to improve and to overcome the child’s situation within the social community in which discrimination, intolerance and last but not least social exclusion take place day by day. The training would utilize modules from “Getting to Know Cerebral Palsy Manual” produced by the International Centre for Evidence in Disability any relevant MAITS materials including the MAITS Guide for Community Workers supporting Children with Disabilities.

Number of Persons targeted: 100 (50 in Kingston and 50 in Montego Bay).


	Training objectives:

The aim of training is to improve actual approaches of parents and teachers in the management of children with cerebral palsy. The objectives in support of this are:

1. Training of 100 parents and teachers of children with cerebral palsy in order to assist these children in a right way at home and at school.

2. Develop community-based support structures to support parents and caregivers within their local communities.

3. Develop a core of persons with the therapeutic skills relevant to the treatment of children (0-18) affected by cerebral palsy.
4. Raising awareness of decision-makers in education, parents and staff in education.
